¢ In case of redemption, the customer appoints the

Bank as his agent a) to carry the redemption, in

accordance to what is specified in the ADIB

Investment Services Form (Redemption), for the

price of the units prevailing at the time of

redemption based on the NAV of each unit of the

Fund, b) to carry any relevant foreign exchange

conversation (if any), and c) to credit the

redemption proceeds in the account of the
customer.
